The ICPC is an international forum for national governments, local authorities, public 
agencies, specialised institutions, and non-government organisations to exchange 
experience, consider emerging knowledge, and improve policies and programmes in crime 
prevention and community safety. The ICPC staff monitors developments, provides direct 
assistance to members, and contributes to public knowledge and understanding in the 
field. 
 
The ICPC brings together about twenty non-governmental organisations from around the 
world and a dozen States within its advisory and policy committee. The ICPC is associated 
with the work of the United Nations as an expert for the UNODC (United Nations Office on 
Drugs and Crime) and UN-Habitat (Human Settlements Programme).  
 
The ICPC is offering an opportunity to gain experience in an international organization 
and to meet practitioners and researchers in the field of crime prevention from around the 
world.

PROFILE OF INTERN 
 
Students enrolled in an accredited college or university, in a program such as sociology, 
criminology, law, communication and media studies, policing, psychology, architecture, 
urban planning, translation, library sciences, or social work are eligible for unpaid 
internships with the International Centre for the Prevention of Crime (ICPC). 
 
Interns must be at least 19 years of age. Preference is given to bilingual students in 
French and English. Spanish is an asset. Interns must be willing to contribute at least 2 full 
days per week within regular scheduled work hours. The length of the internship is 
determined with ICPC.
